Papers may have up to three authors, which will be included in the Scientific Program as long as the paper is accepted.

The decision of the Scientific Committee will be final.

FORMAT FOR ABSTRACT AND PAPER SUBMISSION

Papers must be sent electronically to the following addresses: relaciones@fgr.cu / idid@fgr.cu , so as to ensure their inclusion in the Memories of the Event. 

Full papers must have a minimum of 5 pages and a maximum of 15. The structure must be as follows: introduction, objectives, material and methods, results, conclusions and bibliographical references.

The title page must include the following information: title, authors, institution, city and country. It must also include an ABSTRACT with no more than 250 words. 

The word processor used must be Word 6.0 or a later version. It should adjust to the following specifications:
